[Rules and Regulations]

1) The theme is open to personal choice.

2) Designs must be connected to one of the following categories: Womens wear. 

     A maximum of 5 items may be chosen by the applicants. They must not have been previously displayed in public.

3) Designs must be illustrated in color on B4-size paper (36.4 centimeters long and 25.7 centimeters wide). 

4) Application forms must be completed and attached to the back of each design illustration. 

    (Incomplete application forms will not be accepted.)

5) Design sheets must not be folded or bent. 

6) Submitted designs will not be returned. 

[Participation Qualifications]

Participants must be students.

[Deadline for Entry]

All entries must reach the organizer by Friday, June the 11th, 2021.

[Selection Procedures]

1) All the submitted designs will enter the first round of competition. 

     The winners of the first round will be announced on the contest website (http://www.sugino.ac.jp/) and

     notified individually about the final competition entry details by mid-June 20219. 

2) Winners of the first round will be required to create garments  based on their designs, which must be submitted to 

     the organizer by Friday, October the 22nd, 2021. 

3) The submissions will be presented for final judgment at SUGINO HALL on Saturday, October the 23rd, 2021. 

     The winners of the prizes will participate in the award ceremony. 

＊The organizer reserves the right to use the submitted design illustrations, photos and images of the garments.

1) Winners of the first round of competition will be notified by Friday, September the 24th, 2021. 

2) All the selected illustrations will be exhibited at SUGINO HALL on Saturday, October the 23rd, 2021 as entries 

     for the final judgment for the following awards. The winners of the prizes will participate in the award ceremony.
